[bookmark: _GoBack]In 389 B.C. philosopher Anaxagoras set out on the sea with a company of 215 able sailors and explorers to find proof that the earth was flat. On the 24th day of their voyage, the company came upon a great edge, where the waters of the ocean fell into the sky and formed the clouds. Here there was an archipelago, with many of the islands arching out over the edge. Upon closer inspection, Anaxagoras discovered that some of the islands were indeed floating, propelled over the edge by some unknown source.
It was on these islands that Anaxagoras established the civilization of Archelaus. As the city formed amongst the delicate islands, settlers found the source of their floating landforms buried deep within the earth, the Flightcrystal: a dense purple element that imbued the islands with flight. Anaxagoras theorized that it was these crystals that held the earth aloft in the endless ether. 
The civilization was quick to use this new and exciting element. Harvesting the power of the Flightcrystal, they learned to power their homes, support their buildings, and with time, give flight to their ships. Archelaus grew as a center for trade, commerce, and exploration on the edge of the sea. Ever the explorer, in his final days, Anaxagoras left the city he built, sailing off into the sky, intent on finding what lay beyond the clouds.
