History/Background Info:

This park is not meant to represent many landmarks or architectural bits of Norway, it’s more a nice Amusement park situated in Norway. I wanted to include many aspects of the country and keep it as realistic as possible. My main inspiration were parks like Tusenfryd and Liseberg. Typical for the park is the landscape within a Fjord. Also the vegetation is pretty Tundra orientated. The entrance is mostly inspired by Tusenfryd. It also includes a bike stand and a parking lot. The harbour area is pretty Brygge-style orientated. My main inspiration for this was the old town of Bergen. The ship is meant to be a Hurtigruten ship, that travels from Fjord to Fjord and gets the people to every sight along the coasts of Norway. The Stave Church deeper in the park is inspired by the Fantoft in Bergen, a famous church which got burned down after a attack by some Black-Metallers (I also named the mechanics after Black Metal musicians, so check that out ;-) ). That’s also the reason I put the fence around it. Lol. The MoroLoopen coaster is mostly inspired by Lisebergbananen (hence the lifthill and first part) and by Nessie in Hansapark. The green cross-thingy in front of the Swinging Inverted ship is meant to be a Midsummer tree, but it’s not that easy to recognize I’m afraid. „Akebakke“ simply means chute in norwegian. I tried to give every shop and employee a norwegian name. The station of Akebakke is inspired by the old farmhouses of Norway. I tried to let it look overgrown with grass and stuff. The layout is pretty short, but nice I hope. That was hard to support I must add. Last but not least the lighthouse. It’s inspired by the most famous of the whole country, called the „Lindesnes Lighthouse“.
