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A Trip to the Past

This themepark is mean to give guests a full emersion in what life might be like in ancient Rome. To fully appreciate the park there is a story you must know… 

Within this world of Rome there are many power struggles. Here we find that past Emperor’s of Rome have trouble coexisting. Caligula and Nero are the two most powerful Emperors in this Rome and they have nothing but contempt for each other. Other Emperors from the Julio-Claudian Dynasty also can be found in the park, like Claudius who dwells on a hill overlooking the park and aqueduct, Augustus who makes his home on a peak in the parks corner and Tiberius who lives with Nero in his Palace.

Nero is arguably the most powerful Emperor in this Rome and has been hated by his chief rival, Caligula ever since he had his golden palace placed behind Caligula’s palace and built even higher than it. Of this palace Nero said “I want my uncle to always know he sits in my shadow”. While publicly Caligula might have seemed to let this insult go unpunished him later tried to have Nero killed during a chariot race at the Colosseum. The attempt failed and it was never proven that Caligula tried to have his nephew and arch rival killed, thought it was widely suspected. In response Nero had Claudius’s Villa attacked. This was because Claudius was known to be an allied with Caligula. The attack resulted in a dam burst that overflowed the Aqueduct’s normally dry base and burst another dam which fooled the slum. 

After the attempted assassination and attack on Claudius both Nero and Caligula both stayed out of the open and it is suspected that they each had a few body doubles that would make public appearances for them.  It did not take long before each was plotting to have the other killed, but there was still the matter of getting the real Nero or Caligula and not just a double. Each side used spies to try and find the real locations of each emperor. A spy by the name of Bubulcus discovered that an attempt would be made on Caligula’s passage to his top box at the Colosseum around noon on the following Friday. Caligula was not too troubled by this as he normally traveled to the Colosseum in an underground tunnel very few knew of. 

Nero also had spies, but they found out very little. Also Nero had many suspected spies burn at night and said it was so they serve as lamps on the ramp to his palace. Nero’s plan was basically to kill any of Caligula’s body doubles and use an assassin to infiltrate his palace for one wide scale synchronized assassination attempt. However, Caligula knew when the attack was likely to be thanks to his spy. To counter Nero’s plot Caligula planned a similar strategy. He too would launch several attacks at once to try and ensure that Nero was killed. Caligula also planned to have Tiberius killed so Nero would have no clear successor.

He also planned to have an assassin enter Caligula’s palace and kill him with either a crossbow, or even better if able slit his throat and behead him as to return Nero his enemies head.
