[bookmark: _GoBack]Welcome to the Lost Samurai!  We are a recently established park—very recently, in fact.  Just a few years ago, a never-before-seen site was discovered on a remote island off the coast of Japan.  How this island hadn’t been known about is uncertain, but what was found on the island was simply amazing.  The mountainous isle contained the ruins of several structures that can only be deemed to be what were once used as fortifications, temples, and training grounds for ancient Japanese Samurai warriors.  We have found a large castle along with fortified walls, smaller structures intended for training, and even a hilly and, frankly beautiful temple area where we can only imagine the Samurai warriors walked to clear their minds and focus their thoughts.
Unfortunately, some of these structures are not completely intact, but we have managed to preserve a large majority of what was left.  We decided it was best to turn the site into an educational and thrilling experience for all by striking a balance between culture and fun.  All of our amusement rides have left the structures no more damaged than before, and at the same time we have ensured that visitors may obtain a clear idea of what life on this island must have been like.
The following are our major attractions:
Guardian – One peculiarity about the castle on the island is that it had an abnormally large amount of dog statues, which we believe reflects a devotion to the dog as a sacred being; as a Guardian of sorts.  As a result, we named our monster of a wooden roller coaster, which is settled in front of the castle and weaves in and out of its surroundings, The Guardian.  This ride is sure to give you a thrill, so check it out!
Samurai – The other roller coaster in our park gets its name from an obvious source.  This flyer zooms over mountains and through various training grounds, giving you an idea of the intensity (and excitement!) of the life of a Samurai, all while showing you what a typical training day might have actually looked like!
Temple Target Practice – Located within the fortified temple, we found many gongs that had indentations appearing to come from bullets.  The Japanese were among the first societies to begin to use gunpowder, so we’re certain that this society must have been up to date on technology as well.  The gongs appear to have been used for target practice, and on our adventure ride, Temple Target Practice, you can hone your marksman skills in much the same way (albeit without shooting actual projectiles, of course).
Tides of Tranquility – This river rapids ride gets its name from the peaceful vibe that the hillside it’s embedded in exudes.  Although the ride itself can give you quite a thrill, it takes you on a good tour of the area we believe the Samurai went to meditate.
Training Grounds – This small ride is precariously situated over the rocky grounds that Guardian roars through, and during the duration of the ride you can begin to train yourself for the next step, the battle ground (read below)!
The Arena – Think you’ve got what it takes to be a true Samurai?!  Put it to the test on this ride and duke it out with other guests to see who will be the ultimate victor!  The arena we used is loosely based off of arenas found in other parts of Japan, though, as the one on this island was too damaged to be useful.
Legend of the Lost Temple – If you need to cool off, head through the castle gardens and underground to see the movie Legend of the Lost Temple!  This hour long educational film details the discovery of the island and attempts to reconstruct the island as it might have been centuries ago when it was still in use.

Food/Drink/Shopping:
There are a few different options around the park for fine dining.  Around the waterfront, you can find Fresh Catch Sushi, which serves some delicious sushi caught just off the island on the very day you are visiting!  There are several different kinds offered.  Don’t be afraid to try them all!
Along the scenic mountain walk near the castle garden, you can find a Khaki Gori stand.  Khaki Gori is a special type of shaved ice that comes in several fruity flavors.  Exotic and refreshing, you definitely want to try some Khaki Gori before you leave!
If you are looking for a more filling meal, you can stop by Two Legends Japanese Steakhouse, located right in the middle of the valley (in the middle of the park).  This traditional Japanese Steakhouse serves top of the line steaks at a relatively cheap price.  The service is great, but the atmosphere is even greater.  You will have the option of dining indoors or outdoors.  You might notice a dog statue nearby, or a small tree.  Which one you see depends on what side of the area you are on; the dogs represent the Guardian that, by the lore of the island, helps the Samurai guard the castle from invaders, while the tree represents the growth that the Samurai achieved through their training and visits to the temple.  Several times a day, there is a show that you won’t want to miss!  Listen for the gongs, which are located in each courtyard, and head out when you hear them.
Lastly, if you want a souvenir to remember your visit by, there is a souvenir shop near the back of the park in the valley!  It sells small replicas of the dog statues, plush toys, shot glasses, Samurai gear and swords, and many more exciting things!  Definitely visit before you leave and see if something tickles your fancy.

Other Things to Do:
If you’ve had enough of our thrilling rides for a day, there are still several other things to do!  We have small fishing boats that are fitted with equipment so that you can head out into the bay a little and try your luck at some fishing!  Better yet, take your catch to one of our restaurants at the park and we’ll cook it to order for you for only $5.99!
You can also take a scenic walk along the waterfront or up the hill and visit some of the historic buildings surrounding the Tides of Tranquility.  This area is perfect for a picnic too if you want a nice day with the family.
In a similar fashion, you can walk around (and inside!) the preserved buildings at the park and take in the architecture and surroundings in all their beauty.  Just imagine for yourself what the island used to look like in its heyday!

Again, welcome to the Lost Samurai!  We are so excited to have you and hope you enjoy your stay.  Lodging is located shortly off park grounds, and shuttles bring guests to the park each day at 10:30 am, noon, and 1:30 pm, and leave every half hour starting at 3:00 pm.  The walk is also not too demanding (and very scenic) if you’d like to try that!
