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The Story:
Virginia Key first became a public draw in the 1940s when it was opened as a “colored” beach. A miniature train and carousel were added a few years later. When desegregation went into affect closer beaches would attract the former patrons of Virginia Key. In the years after the park would mostly be frequented by picnickers, gays and nudists. 
In 1963 a marine stadium was built and opened with great success.  It had a good run for many years, but in the 1980’ it would shut down due to the popularity of other local venues. 
In 2007 local stock car racing Roger Collette proposed the idea of refurbishing the stadium and building a casino to his son, millionaire tycoon and themepark designer Darren “Kumba” Collette. Kumba had many ideas for the park and it was completed in April of 2010.

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The resort is a state of the art facility made to be a hotel, casino and waterpark. Here are some highlights…
The Hotel:
· World Class Villas. The main one is only for winners of the bi-monthly poker tournaments and of course the winner of the annual championship.
· The poker room. You have all kinds of popular games here. We also have 4, yes 4! Jackpots you can hit if you have a bad beat (that’s when you lose with aces full or a better hand), a royal flush, a pair of poker aces beat (In hold ‘em games only), or the house special 2’s full of 8’s.
· On the second level we have the Sports Exchange restaurant. This is a world class place to watch any sporting event on one our huge 100ft by 40ft TV. We also stream scores from all the currents games of the day.
· A full Jai Alai court. You can enjoy the wild game of jai alai and place bets as you watch.
· We have a full simialcasting lounge where you can follow almost any horse or gray hound race in the country.
· Last but not least is our rooftop which is perfect for any adrenalin junkie. Here you will find a beautiful pool and VIP tents. Also if you want to toss yourself off the roof you can and thanks to the V-Key bungee you have a 78.2% chance of surviving! Oh and let’s not forget Big Daddy 128, the world’s tallest and fastest roller coaster which reaches a top speed of 128 MPH after dropping a heart-pounding 528ft! Rides are $5 per ride and $20 for unlimited rides. 
The Waterpark: 
· The big ticket here is Brainwash. This twisted slide will plunge you in and out of darkness before falling into a giant psychedelic funnel! A must ride for sure!
· Beach Blaster is a highly unique ride that features a coaster car on the top and bottom! Each has its own advantage as both give riders chances to blast the other car with jets of water (top car blasts from a mounted water-cannon on its hood and the bottom car blasts upwards) as you maneuver an unpredictable layout. Also be sure to check-out the party on the rooftop as the DJ blasts hit hip-hop songs and the bartenders sling tropical drinks!
· Hurricane twist is a great ride to go on with family or friends. It has the largest rider capacity of the waterpark’s rides and pulls no punches as it twists riders back down to ground level.
· Dropout and Fallout are a pair of extreme water slides that will each leave your stomach in your throat.  Dropout is the crazier of the two since guests plummet from a standing position after being placed in a vertical ‘coffin’. Fallout is more of a traditional slide where you yourself just need to give a little push to kiss air.
· If you want to kick back and relax we recommend the lazy river. Gentle music will put you at ease as you float 1,000ft around a large cave. 
· If you bring the kids make sure they get a few bounces on one of the park’s three bounce-bubbles!
· If you feel like letting out a little frustration on other park goers Water bumping is a great way to do it. Mainly since other ways will lead to you being tasered by park security.  
· The liquid labyrinth is a wonderful little hedge maze filled with interactive water elements that will cool you down if the Miami Heat is getting to you.
· Naturally the waterpark has a large pool. It is equipped with a swim-up bar and two high dive boards!
· The Surf Challenge is neat little ride where guess can try to hang-ten on a realistic endless wave!

Outside the Hotel and Waterpark:
· The 28 Speedway is a great place to try-out your racing skills. The unique layout must be maneuvered by following the arrows that go from red to green as you near the finish line.
· Miami Mini Golf is thrilling mini golf course packed with 18 adventurous holes. We hope you enjoy playing all of them more than Tiger Woods would end up enjoying the nearly 18 holes he played last year! 
· The Jet Ski Races at the refurbished Miami Marine stadium are a tribute  to the hay-day of the venue. You can enjoy the races from the stands or dare to race the jet skies yourself in a similar fashion to the speedway.
· If you find yourself getting hunger be sure to check out the Mediterian Steakhouse for some top of the line stakes and a wonderful view of the bay and mangrove plants.
