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A brief park history

Plunder dock was build in Trinidad in 1984. It’s original rides were Rum Buster, X marks the spot, Grain Chute, Pirate Ship and Blackbeard’s Grog Tubs. Over the year the park was built up with the addition of several new attractions including 2 new rollercoasters, Cutlass and Buccaneer. In 2000 the park took a bold new step and constructed the Jolly Roger Inn and accompanying waterpark. Access was also provided to the beach. In 2002 a sad farewell was paid to the parks original Boomerang rollercoaster, Rum Buster. It was sold to Schwarzkeifer Schlucht and replaced with Swashbuckler. In 2004 we celebrated our 20th anniversary by opening Cannonball.
