This Tibetan themed design is meant to capture the beauty and serenity of the Himalayas while still being entirely believable and fitting to a highly themed park like Happy Valley or Busch Gardens. There are two rides in the park that are both made by S&S Power. There is both a launched bullet coaster and a Screamin' Swing, which are perhaps some of the most thrilling rides that S&S has created to date. Running RCT2reliable is highly recommended as both rides would constantly break down which could alter the viewing experience. I hope that you enjoy Ruishi just as much as I had building it.

Ruishi is named after the Celestial Snow Lion of Tibet that symbolizes fearlessness and unconditional cheerfulness. This S&S powered coaster is the highlight of the themed area. Guests on Ruishi will launch at speeds over 65 mph and experience multiple moments of airtime as the train takes its course through the lush Tibetan terrain.


The coaster is an E ticket attraction which is why there are two different queues. For guests that acquire a fastpass, they will enter the queue and traverse down to the right as the stand by queue takes guests down to the left through a series of switchbacks.
